In accordance with Condition B21, fit out works internal to the building only, as outlined in your
request and the supporting noise assessment, may be undertaken from 6 am to 2 am, Monday to
Sunday.

The internal works during the above extended hours can only commence once the warehouse
structure is fully enclosed, including roof, windows and wall cladding. The western site boundary
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noise barrier, required under Condition D75A of SSD-7348, is also to be completed prior to these
works commencing, as identified in the noise assessment.

This variation has been included following Condition B21 within the compliance report at Appendix B.
