We're supporting the
switch to EVs by transitioning our own fleet
and encouraging our people to purchase
EVs, providing dedicated EV bays and
charge points at all new developments,

and collaborating with our customers on
their electric vehicle requirements.

Building certifications

Goodman is targeting & star Green Star
Buildings rating on all new warehouse
developments. This third-party certification
demonstrates best practice in
environmentally sustainable design.

Active water monitoring and management

Goodman have implemented several
sustainable landscaping initiatives in an
effort to reduce potable water consumption
across the portfolio.
